TheOpenVMSAlpha CD contains a bootable copy of the OpenVMSAlpha Version 8.4 operating
system. When you boot the CD, it displays a menu from which you can install or upgrade the
operating system using the POLYCENTER Software Installation utility. To install or upgrade
theOpenVMSAlpha operating system, see theHPOpenVMSVersion 8.4Upgrade and Installation
Manual. In addition, before you install theOpenVMSoperating system, review theHPOpenVMS
Version 8.4 Release Notes for problems, changes, and restrictions, and see the HP OpenVMS
Version 8.4 New Features and Documentation Overview for enhancements and new features.

Layered Products
For Version 8.4, OpenVMS Alpha provides certain layered products on the OpenVMS Alpha
Layered Products CD, as well as other layered products on the OpenVMS Alpha Operating
System CD and on the OpenVMS Open Source Tools CD. This layered product offering may
change for future versions. Updated versions of the layered products shippingwith the operating
system for Version 8.4 will be available on the quarterly Software Product Libraries for Alpha.
The binaries and documentation files for each layered product are located in separate directories
on the CD. Each layered product directory is set up in the following format:

Firmware for HP Integrity Servers
HP Integrity servers include several firmware components (varying with system type), any of
which might need updating. For the minimum versions required, refer to the HP OpenVMS
Version 8.4 Release Notes. To update Integrity server firmware, follow the instructions provided
in the HP OpenVMS Version 8.4 Upgrade and Installation Manual.

Open Source Tools CD (Alpha and Integrity servers)
TheOpen Source Tools CD is a collection ofOpen Source tools ported toOpenVMSbyOpenVMS
engineering. These tools are provided as free software under the terms of theGNULesserGeneral
Public License. You can redistribute them and modify them under the terms of the GNU Lesser
General Public License as published by the Free Software Foundation Version 2.1 of the License.
HP distributes this library in the hope that it will be useful; however, HP provides NO
WARRANTY, without even the implied warranty of MERCHANTABILITY or FITNESS FOR A
PARTICULAR PURPOSE. For more details, see the GNU Lesser General Public License, which
is located in the GNV kit directory on the Open Source Tools CD.
The Open Source Tools CD contains the following ports:
• GNV – an open source, GNU-based, UNIX environment for OpenVMS that provides UNIX

applicationdevelopers, systemmanagers, andusers aUNIX-style environment. This facilitates
development and porting of UNIX software to OpenVMS. (GNU is a UNIX-like operating
system that is free software.) GNV provides a UNIX-like shell (command-line interpreter)
environment and a C Run-Time Library (CRTL) supplemental library to provide utilities
typically found on UNIX systems. The shell used by GNV is bash (Bourne-Again SHell,

from GNU, using the POSIX.2 specification). The Open Source Tools CD contains two GNV
kits: one for OpenVMS Alpha and one for OpenVMS for Integrity servers.

• IAS (Intel Itanium Assembler/Disassembler) – An OpenVMS Integrity servers port of the
open source Itanium assembler available from Intel. It can be used towrite low-level Itanium
assembler code. A few additional features were added to the assembler to make it more
usable on OpenVMS Integrity servers. Additional information about the new features and
how to use the assembler is inside the kit.

• Stunnel – a program that allows you to encrypt arbitrary TCP connections inside an SSL
(Secure Sockets Layer) connection fromyourOpenVMS system to anothermachine. Stunnel
enables you to secure non-SSL aware applications (such as Telnet, IMAP, and LDAP) by
providing the encryption and not requiring changes to the original application. Both images
and source are provided.

The Open Source Tools CD also contains the following tools and products:
• SSL (Secure Sockets Layer) Sources – included as an optional layered productwithOpenVMS

Version 8.4. The CD provides the SSL Version 1.4 for OpenVMS port sources.
• CD-Record Sources – included as part of OpenVMS Version 8.4. The full source kit used to

create the CD record images is provided within the operating system.
• GnuPG (GNU Privacy Guard) – GNU's tool for secure communication and data storage. It

can be used to encrypt data and to create digital signatures. GnuPG includes an advanced
key management facility. GnuPG is a complete and free replacement for PGP. Because it
does not use the patented IDEA algorithm, it can be used without any restrictions. GnuPG
is a RFC 2440 (OpenPGP) compliant application.

• CDSA (CommonData SecurityArchitecture) Sources – included as part ofOpenVMSVersion
8.4. The CD provides the full source kit used to create CDSA for OpenVMS Version 2.4.

• Kerberos Sources – included as part of OpenVMS Version 8.4. The CD provides the full
source kit used to create Kerberos for OpenVMS Version 3.1.

• GTK+ – an open source, free software library for creating graphical user interfaces.
• libIDL – the IDL compiling library, which is an open source, free software library used for

creating trees of CORBA Interface Definition Language (IDL) files.
• Freeware tools tar and zip in the [.000TOOLS] directory

Product Licensing
The software contained on theOpenVMS for Integrity serversmedia and on theOpenVMSAlpha
CDs belongs to HP. Use of the software is authorized only if you have a valid software license
from HP for each of the products.
A License Management Facility (LMF) Product Authorization Key (PAK) allows you to access
a software product. A PAK must be registered and loaded before you can install the associated
software from this CD. To obtain PAKs, contact yourHP support representative or your authorized
reseller.
System Integrated Products (SIPs) are included on the OpenVMS operating systemmedia, with
the requirement that you purchase separate licenses to enable them. You can purchase the related
documentation separately.
The following products are SIPs:
• DECram
• DECnet Phase IV
• OpenVMS Cluster software
• OpenVMS Galaxy
• RMS Journaling
• Volume Shadowing for OpenVMS
Licensing for OpenVMS for Integrity servers differs from licensing for OpenVMS Alpha in that
the OpenVMS operating system and certain layered products are provided in operating
environments: the Base Operating Environment (BOE) and the High Availability Operating
Environment (HA-OE). The HA-OE additionally offers the products included with the BOE like
the following (they were formerly part of the EOE and are now part of the BOE):
• DECram
• OpenVMS Management Station
You can purchase the BOE license and licenses for additional layered products, or you can choose
the HA-OE, depending on which layered products you want. For more information about the
operating environments and their contents, see the HP Operating Environments for OpenVMS for
Integrity Servers SPD (82.34.xx) at:

Documentation CD Format
Documentation for OpenVMS Version 8.4 is provided on one CD in ISO 9660 format for use on
both Windows OpenVMS systems.

Documentation CD Structure
The Documentation CD contains the following directories:

Contains documentation in PDF format for the OpenVMS operating system, Advanced
Server for OpenVMS, HP Secure Web Browser for OpenVMS, HP Secure Web Server
for OpenVMS, HP TCP/IP Services for OpenVMS, PATHWORKS for OpenVMS
(Advanced Server), DECdfs for OpenVMS, DECnet for OpenVMS, and other layered
products.

NOTE: For some manuals, the PDF file is not located in the [.PDF] directory. Instead,
these PDF files are located in the book’s subdirectory under [84FINAL]. For example,
the PDF file for HP Volume Shadowing for OpenVMS, named AA-PVXMJ-TE.PDF, is
located in the directory [84FINAL.AA-PVXMJ-TE] along with the book’s HTML files.

Accessing Documentation on the CD

Accessing HTML Documentation
The HTML documentation is stored in subdirectories under the [84FINAL] directory on the
OpenVMSVersion 8.4DocumentationCD.Use the file INDEX.HTML, located in the root directory,
to browse the documentation.

Accessing PDF Documentation
The PDF documentation is provided in directories throughout the CD. Links to the documents
are provided in the INDEX.HTML file in the root directory.
